The woman must:

1.
Be a resident of Ingham, Eaton or Clinton County;

Be enrolled in a law degree program (either full or part time) at an accredited law school and still be enrolled in a law degree program at the time of the award;

3.
Possess a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5; and

4.
Be able to attend the reception at a location to be determined in the Lansing, Michigan area on October 14, 2010 at 5:30 p.m.

Selection Criteria:

Selection shall be based on academic achievement, financial need and career objectives.

Application Process:
1. Complete an application and submit it by October 4, 2010;

Request a copy of her law school transcript be sent to the address listed below by October 4, 2010; and

3.
Provide one (1) letter of recommendation from an independent party endorsing the applicant as a scholarship recipient by October 4, 2010.
